Ottawa,December14,1979(GARENEWSSERVICE)WARC'79ISALLOVERANDAMATEURRADIOFAREDMUCHBETTERTHANANTICIPATED.AFTERyearsofpreparatoryworkandtwelveweeksofdeliberations,nationsoftheworldhavemappedtheuseoftheradiospectrumforthenexttwodecades.Thechangesmadewillnotstarttotakeplaceuntil1982andwillcontinueforsometimeafterthatuntiltheyareallimplemented.
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TheHFbandsremainvirutallyunchangedalthough- theadditionofotherservicesonasharingbasisonsomebandsmayraisesomeproblems.Threenewbandsofquestionablevaluewereadded.Athinslicefrom18.068to18.168MHZanotherat2M.89to24.99MHZandoneat10.1tol0.l5MHZwereallocated

worldwide,butthe10and18MHZbandsareshared.InRegion2oftheITU(NorthandSouthAmerica)thel60metresbandedgeremainsthesame,from1800to2000kHZ.Thefirst50kilohertzisnowsharedwithLoran5,whichisduetobephasedoutattheendof1982.Theremainderissharedwithseveralotherserviceswhicharedesginatedasprimaryservices.Eightymetresemergedmoreorlessunscathed,althoughthe-CanadianPeoples‘Radio(CBC)gotina .
